Kauneonga Lake Main Street II
A. Request to extend the grant deadline from October 31,2012 to December 31, 2012 was approved by the state.
B. Jane Sloyer completed building renovations on December 3, 2012.  She has received the remaining available building renovation grant funds of $17,061.15.
C. The final Streetscape project elements were completed on December 24, 2012.  These include four pedestrian crosswalk signs, six Kauneonga Lake streetlamp banner pairs, one streetlight at Sorella pizza parlor, and two historical markers.  The cost of these projects, $14,805.89, has been submitted for reimbursement.  Payment to the BLDC is expected before the end of January, 2013.
D. The full $200,000 in grant funds has been put to use in the Kauneonga Lake Main  street district.

ArtPlace Grant application
In October a letter of inquiry was submitted through the ArtPlace website proposing a “Bethel Cultural District Design Initiative.”  Mr. Smith stated that we should hear if the proposal was accepted by January 18, 2013.

Kauneonga Lake Farmers Market
Mr. Smith stated that the market manager has not provided a final report for the 2012 Market.  There is an apparent net loss of $1,613 for the 2012 season.

Jane Axamethay from The Bake House said that there is a pot hole in the bakery crosswalk. 
A motion by Ms. Frangipane was made to send a letter to the County about the pot hole and also about painting the crosswalk and handicap on curb by Luzon, seconded by Mr. Cohen, put to a vote and carried 4-0. 

There was discussion of maybe closing Mall Road and having the market there this summer.  
Motion by Ms. Frangipane to pursue a market manager for the coming season, seconded by Mr. Cohen, put to a vote and carried 4-0.
