BETHEL POOL RULES 
 

 Capacity: 120 people (60 per lifeguard). Capacity of the park is 200 

people due to the septic system. 

 Children under 13 must be accompanied by an adult 

 Children 4 and under must have an adult in the water with them; 

an adult is a person 18 or older and the adult must remain in the 

same area as the child 4 and under. 

 Proper bathing attire required 

 NO SMOKING on the Park Grounds.   

 NO RUNNING or “HORSE PLAY” 

 NO DIVING 

 NO TOYS, FLOATS or NOODLES 

 NO SHARP JEWELRY MAY BE WORN IN THE POOL 

 EXIT BY POOL LADDERS OR STEPS ONLY 

 NO FOOD OR BEVERAGES IN POOL AREA (water only) 

 Swim ability determines depth area you may swim in 

 NO SWIMMING WITHOUT LIFEGUARD ON DUTY 

 Pollution of pool is prohibited 

 No children under 10 are permitted to go to the playground or 

restrooms alone; they must be accompanied by someone 14 or 

older 

 Shoes must be worn outside the pool gates 

 NO TALKING or SOCIALIZING with the LIFE GUARDS while they are 

on duty

BETHEL PARK RULES 

 Shoes must be worn on park grounds 

 Children under 10 must be accompanied by someone 14 or older 

on the playground or in the restroom. 

 NO TABLE TOP GRILLS, patrons using picnic area must clean up 

 NO FOOD OR DRINKS PERMITTED IN THE POOL AREA (except 

water) 

 PLAYGROUND RULES WILL BE ENFORCED – proper use of slides is 

required, no jumping from swings or other equipment.   

 NO SMOKING ON PARK GROUNDS – this includes the nature trail 

and the parking lot (unless in their own vehicle) 

 NO PATRONS ARE PERMITTED IN THE TOBY GARDENS 
 NO GLASS BOTTLES 

 We are a family friendly park – no foul language, alcohol, drugs, 

weapons or pets (except certified service dogs) are permitted. 

 When the pavilion is rented, no patrons may use the tables under 

the pavilion.  The kitchen is not for use by the patrons. 

 The following people have the right to enforce these rules: 
Park Attendants, Lifeguards, Parks and Recreation Camp 

Directors, Camp Nurse, and Area Supervisors. As well as: 

Cathy McFadden, Parks & Rec Director and Daniel Sturm, TOB
