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The four leaf clover has long been considered lucky. Many say this belief originated in Celtic cultures - with Wales being
identified in particular. This would not surprise as the landscape of the British Isles is abundant in clovers of all shapes and
sizes. Today the Clover and Shamrock are both seen as lucky symbols in the US, Ireland and much of Europe, Australia and
the rest of the world. The origins of this belief are lost in time, but it's likely to come from the fact that the

nutritional values of clover are high and domesticated animals fed on a diet rich in clover grow fat and
produce good milk. From this perhaps, the plant took on the power to do good things.
